NCHS advocates at state and national levels to advance
policies that put children first by prioritizing prevention and
early intervention, strengthening the collective community
response, disrupting cycles of poverty, abuse and neglect,
and supporting children and families of all configurations.

NCHS values the role of advocacy in its pursuit of its mission to provide safe and loving care

to children of all ages. Establishing and growing relationships with policymakers is essential to
effective advocacy. Introducing an organization’s experience, and expertise are needed to guide
well-crafted public policy. This year, Advocacy Director Chris Jones met with 11 state senators to
advocate for programs and policies that help Nebraska’s children and families thrive.
